1. Apologies
There were no apologies as everyone was present, with 1 vacancy.
2. Members to declare personal & prejudicial interests (incl details thereon) re any items on this agenda and any dispensations thereon previously granted or requested now
There were no declarations.
3. Public questions (15 minutes in total – 2 minutes each - to speak on agenda item or raise a new subject).  This is your only chance to speak unless invited to do so elsewhere by the Chairman
A local person requested to run a football club on Mawgan Recreation Ground. However, it was regrettably advised that a football pitch would not now fit on the Recreation Ground due to the proposed patio and extended car park.

Complaints were received about a parking space opened up at Ambella, Rosevear Hill. It was in a very dangerous position right on the bend and did not have permission. The Clerk had already received complaints about it from other parishes and advised Cormac. Cllr Foreman suggested as many as possible write in so the Clerk would copy the email she had sent to everyone so that they could send it in as well.

Garras Owlets wished to hold a forest school and fire (not on the ground) in the Recreation Ground.  Members agreed to the request but the Recreation Hall Committee would have to approve it as well.
4. Minutes
It was RESOLVED that the minutes of the previous meeting are signed as a true and accurate record.
5. To receive Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman’s report
Full Council had met the previous day when a £10m top up to the Pydar Street, Truro development was approved. The Customer and Support Services Overview and Scrutiny Committee to be renamed to the Corporate Finance and Performance Overview and Scrutiny Committee, the Budget Development Overview and Scrutiny Committee be established and the identified changes to Article 6, Responsibility for Functions and the Overview and Scrutiny Procedure Rules be approved to take effect from the Annual Meeting 2024;  Directorate Structure be agreed to take effect from the Annual Meeting in May 2025;  The Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Council’s Overview and Scrutiny Committees not both being from the administration and for their election by secret ballot be agreed to take effect from the Annual Meeting in May 2025. 2 motions were put forward to full council. Firstly the loss of farmland to solar panels should be made grade 4 land and lower as Cornwall does not have very much high grade land – most of it being 3a & 3b and solar panels were currently allowed to be installed on these grades. Last year Council voted to support farmers. Secondly to bring school dentistry back to Cornish schools. Waste and recycling bins should start arriving anytime now in advance of the new system starting in July. Residual monies from the Shared Prosperity Fund was being loaned to property owners to make energy efficiency improvements.
6. To receive update on CLUP application – timeline for tenders
The tender documents were uploaded Friday 5th April  Contractors can meet with Paul Gendall  Monday, 15th April at the hall for any site visits. They have until Mon 22nd April to field any queries and we (Paul) have until Tue 23rd to send replies to the queries. Closing date for receipt of tenders is Tuesday 7th May at 5pm. Paul and Clerk have to open them on morning of Wednesday 8th May but not do anything else to/with them. Paul, Clerk, Ella and the contract finder person have another online Teams meeting on Wednesday 8th May afternoon to have explained how to score them. Evaluation of tenders to take place 8th - 10th May with preferred supplier notified by Monday13th May.

7. To consider whether Feast Week needs cancelling as Rec Hall work will start 3rd June if any bidders/funding
After some debate it was agreed to only cancel Feast Saturday and if nothing was forthcoming for the build then put on a mini Feast Saturday. Other days such as Sunday service, Monday concert, quiz night could be done at the church. There would be no sports, no bingo and no full-on Saturday. A quick message would be sent to the Messenger as the deadline was the day before this meeting and to update via posters.
8. To consider future sharing of grounds maintenance for Rec Hall
With having to commit to £10k funding towards the new hall work and no income whilst any work is carried out, the Recreation Hall Committee were concerned at what grass cutting/maintenance bills they might be receiving. The Clerk advised that other councils maintained the grounds and play equipment that they owned themselves as they did not create any income for the hall committees. It was RESOLVED that Mawgan Parish Council takes over the full maintenance of the Recreation Ground and play equipment.
9. Matters Arising from the minutes not covered elsewhere on this agenda
To arrange a community open day for May to be held if funding for hall successful – this would be put on the next agenda.
10. To consider planning applications received from Cornwall Council
There were no planning applications received from Cornwall Council.
