1. Apologies
Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Catriona Pennell and Anthony Hoskin. Cllr Mike Laity took the Chair.

There were no declarations.

5. To receive Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman’s report
The final full Council was held the previous day with a short agenda and the public asking is Cornwall Council investing its pension fund in arms. The short answer is NO. The meeting was not live streamed due to purdah but will be made available online after the 1st May election. All Committees had now finished except planning, which has its final meeting on 20th April. Homechoice website is being updated following a re-vamp of the banding process, which instead of following A,B,C, D all the way down the primary parish route before cascading out to secondary parishes, it would now alternate A primary parish – if no-one eligible then A secondary parish, etc. Talks were progressing on finding a diversion route for when the A3083 around Culdrose is closed due to an accident. A route has been identified and has been tested by fire engines to check its suitability. Having passed that test all interested parties will now carry out a table-top exercise. Finally, as this was his last meeting before the Cornwall Council election, Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman thanked all members and parishioners for their challenges and also for support from Cllrs, the Clerk and public.
