1. Apologies
There were no apologies as everyone was present.

4. To confirm minutes of the last meeting
It was RESOLVED that the minutes of the last meeting are signed as a true and accurate record.
5. To receive Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman’s report
Full Council was due to be held on 25th February, when the Business Plan and Cornwall Partnership plan would be considered. CLUP year 4 closes on 28th February 2025. The proposed 20mph speed limit consultation was underway with notices placed on poles throughout the village. Cormac was supposed to be moving detritus away from Gweek Drive. The recent daffodil festival held in the church had many great displays and Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman thanked the many volunteers who helped set up and take down again afterwards. Note from PCC: 2156 visitors attended over 3 days.
6. Recreation Hall renovation work

a) To receive update on current work progress
Project Manager Paul Gendall reported that this pm he had checked the snagging list that the contractor was addressing, and it would be finished over the next couple of days. The render was finished and the flood lights plus defibrillator would be done on Friday. Everyone stated it is now a brilliant space, but the acoustics were difficult. Blinds, etc., not already fitted, would help in this regard. No time lock had been put on the outside toilet to save money, but the lock requires changing to a disabled lock and a closer fitted. The Hall secretary would check with its current cleaner who may well include the outside toilet in her duties. It was unanimously agreed to extend many thanks to Paul Gendall for pulling off such an excellent job.
b) To confirm application for CLUP funding year 4 for storage room – now £9,196 deposit needed
The application for year 4 CLUP would come to £91,960 now, with a 10% contribution required from the PC of £9,196. The application was not just about the extra storeroom at the back but about additionality, something new. Cllr Catriona Pennell outlined what she had included in the application. It was RESOLVED to approve the 10% grant of £9,196 towards the scheme.
