1. Apologies
Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs K Roberts and S Lock.

The minutes of the last meeting were signed as a true and accurate record.
5. To receive Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman’s report
Full Council was held the previous day. Licensing TEN’s (Temporary Events Notices) are now published on the Cornwall Council website, whereas they were not before. Standards Committee met recently where it re-confirmed membership. 2 motions were moved; a) a unified call for the issue of harassment and abuse of councillors and officers to be tackled as a priority and b) a call for the council to review its climate emergency declaration, which was referred to Cabinet for discussion due to extra work and cost required. Locally, Culdrose has started replacing its perimeter fence. MMB (Wildanet) road work repairs should be monitored as some tarmac is only 4mm thick.  If it is obviously bad report to Highways. DIY waste can now be taken to some HWRC’s (Household Waste & Recycling Centres) free of charge, but not Helston yet.  Next nearest is Mabe. Helston plus others not yet accepting it are doing so because they think fly-tipping is less of a problem in such areas. Members and public are encouraged to report as many fly-tipping incidents as possible in order to get Helston added to the list.
6. To receive update on CLUP application and approve engagement of Coastal & Rural to complete full application submission for hall funds at cost of £750 + VAT – deadline 2nd February
Members were happy with the £750 Coastal & Rural fee, as recorded in December minutes. Work was pressing on with the application in order to submit it by the deadline of 2nd February. Some additional questions were answered that were required by Rural & Coastal for the application.
