Full Council would be the following week where 3 motions were posed; 1) to do more work at the Callington junction on the A30, 2) to ask the NT to use holiday homes as long lets, 3) to support One Cornwall in the devolution debate and not go for a ‘Devonwall’ with an elected mayor. The coming year budget would receive £5.3m less from the government. The SPF for business for grants over £200k would close on 27th January and the CLUP for community projects £25k-£200k would open on the same day. There is only £125k available for the whole of this CAP (Community Area Partnership) so there would not be very much for each application. Culdrose footpath from main gate towards Gunwalloe junction is being scraped back as he had requested.
6. Recreation Hall renovation work

The project might not now finish on time due to a weather delay with the external rendering. A snagging meeting was due soon. It was pointed out that there is no handrail at the end of the ramp along the front. Noted.
b) To confirm application for CLUP funding year 4 for storage room – Another £7.5k deposit needed
It was RESOLVED to go ahead with an application for CLUP year 4 funding to complete works that had to be cut from the first scheme and allocate £7.5k match funding.
c) Defibrillator
This could not be mounted on the wall until the rendering was complete.
d) To discuss progress on management of outside toilet once open
A training session with the electricians would be held to familiarize everyone with the equipment and how to operate it.
