5. To receive Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman’s report
Full Council had met the previous week. Recently the King’s Honours List had been released, which included BEM’s for the Chairman of Cornwall Council, Sarah Corbridge of Helston and owner of Lismore House that hosts the Flora Day each year and an OBE for Ian Jones of Goonhilly Ltd, who lives in Helford. Dialogue was now being held between Cornwall Council, the new government and new MP’s. Thanks went to the former MP’s. An uplift in capital had been covered by grants. A vote was made for a fairer deal for Cornwall – with voting now using an electronic voting system in the chamber. The Shared Prosperity Fund was ending on 31st March 2025 and there seemed to be nothing to replace it so yet another letter was being sent to the government.  It was now going to the NE. Speed data for Higher Lane had been received and would be sent to the resident who raised the issue. The police would not be bothered by less than 40% speeding as it is small.  The problem is ‘perception’, there is no massive increase in traffic or speed.
6. To receive update on CLUP application and discuss Hall preparation for work commencement
Following announcement of the awarding of £200k from the Community Levelling Up Programme (CLUP) for work to the Recreation Hall, arrangements were put in place to empty the hall in time for the 2nd September start date. No bookings were being taken after 18th August to allow time to clear things out. There was a suggestion that a container be placed at the back of the hall to store items. This was not confirmed.
