1. Apologies
Apologies for absence were received from Cllr V Benney.
2. Members to declare personal & prejudicial interests (incl details thereon) re any items on this agenda and any dispensations thereon previously granted or requested now
There were no declarations.
3. Public questions (15 minutes in total – 2 minutes each - to speak on agenda item or raise a new subject).  This is your only chance to speak unless invited to do so elsewhere by the Chairman
The Recreation Hall representatives present thanked Council for applying for the CLUP funding to refurbish the hall. A member asked how people book the hall and was advised that notices are on the hall windows, in village notice boards and on Facebook, plus the 3 x year meetings and AGM that the public can attend. The Committee reps asked to be advised what bills would be going their way in the light of no income during the forthcoming works. A member suggested holding an open day before the works start to inform the public of the project. This will also aid the collection of evidence from users that is required for the funding survey by 31st May.
4. Minutes
It was RESOLVED that the minutes of the last meeting are signed as a true and accurate record.
5. To receive Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman’s report
Cornwall Council had been concentrating on the budget and council tax setting of late. Area 3 (us) waste & recycling – in April CC will start delivering bins but people are asked not to start using them until July. Various roadshows are being run and the start days might change.  The CAP meetings will be having speakers about it. No new EoI’s are no longer being accepted for the Shared Prosperity Funding. Wildanet road repairs have improved and are 20mm thick. The pavement around the sports field at Culdrose is too narrow to cycle on – highways are going to clear it back. Culdrose fence replacement continues. Potholes – complaints that repairs are not good. If Cornwall Council knows the road in question is to be resurfaced then they will only do a temporary job. A quality assurance test has to be done. The public are advised to photograph any problem areas and submit them.
6. To receive update on CLUP application – possibly use students to undertake 228 person survey
Some students were being engaged to carry out the survey. They would require £14/hr plus mileage and printing costs. The Recreation Hall Committee were thanked for increasing the grant towards refurbishment by £5k. Meanwhile, the application had been submitted and was awaiting scrutiny, including going back to the local CAP group.
