5. To receive Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman’s report
Full Council had been held recently when the budget was approved with council tax going up 4.99%. Economy portfolio holder Cllr Louis Gardner was leaving Cornwall Council to take on the job as head of future air and space at Newquay Airport. As there were only 6 weeks left until the Cornwall Council elections the Leader Cllr Linda Taylor would take on his duties. Clearing of Culdrose footpath from the main gate to the Gunwalloe junction was not finished but would be in the new financial year. Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman was also checking the width that had been cleared to ensure it is sufficiently wide enough. The enforcement case against Ambelia on Rosevear Hill was now closed as the owner had put up a wooden fence to close the gap. The 20mph consultation was now closed.
