1. Apologies
Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Shaun Lock.
2. Chairman’s address
The Chairman noted a few events through the year; the Remembrance Sunday service attracted well over 100 people. New Christmas decorations (lights boards) were put up last year, but the Christmas tree switch-on event could be better. Council was eagerly awaiting the outcome of the CLUP funding application, which, if approved would see a grant of £200k awarded for refurbishment works to the Recreation Hall. He thanked members for all their help throughout the year and Cllr Guy Foreman for all his advice.
3. Election of officers – En-bloc if no changes
It was RESOLVED that the officers be re-elected en-bloc.

4. To confirm adoption of standing orders (as emailed)
It was RESOLVED to re-adopt the standing orders.
5. To confirm that the clerk be the responsible financial officer (RFO)
It was RESOLVED that the Clerk is the responsible financial officer (RFO).
6. To confirm adoption of financial regulations (as emailed) – need to defer due to new ones being published a week earlier.
7. To confirm adoption of risk assessment (as emailed)
It was RESOLVED to re-adopt the risk assessment.
8. To consider the dates for the council meetings
Members noted the dates of the council meetings for the coming year.
9. Members to declare personal & prejudicial interests (incl details thereon) re any items on this agenda and any dispensations thereon previously granted or requested now
The Chairman, Cllr Hoskin, item 16c) – joint land owner
10. Public questions (15 minutes in total – 2 minutes each - to speak on agenda item or raise a new subject).  This is your only chance to speak unless invited to do so elsewhere by the Chairman
All the members of public present were there to speak on the perceived speeding along Higher Lane, requesting something be done to stop it. They felt it requires 20mph. Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman advised that 20mph was coming in 2025. A flashing 30mph speed sign (current speed limit) would cost approximately £2.5k. 
11. Minutes
It was RESOLVED that the April 2024 minutes are signed as a true and correct record.
12. To receive Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman’s report
Next week would be the Full Council AGM with reports from the various scrutiny committees. There were 2 proposed motions for the meeting; Support Housing Justice - end tax subsidies for holiday homes, and breaking the cycle of poverty, ill health and worklessness. Cornwall Cllr Foreman attended the recent CAP meeting which had the new waste collection service as the main topic. There would be a drop-in about it at the Lizard the following morning. Planning Area West meetings are being held at County Hall at present until Kresen Kernow has been re-fitted to accommodate such meetings. This is due to the Dolcoath Avenue site being closed. The ’20 is plenty’ scheme is done on a ‘do you want it’ system. There is the problem of how to enforce it if it is introduced. He would contact Highways to set up a speed check and a community speedwatch team.
13. To receive update on CLUP application – new timeline for tenders
Due to receiving no tenders the first time around, the documents were re-submitted to the government contracts finder website, with revised dates of 6th June for receipt of tenders and a start date of 2nd September. Paul Gendall felt this was still doable. Cllr Catriona Pennell had arranged student interviews for undertaking the survey required by CLUP. If possible, 2 questions might be included about speeding.
14. To re-consider Feast Week arrangements as Rec Hall work will not now start 3rd June
This was up to the Hall Committee to decide. The concert in the Church would happen anyway. Possibly a smaller event could be done on the Saturday such as a hall open day to explain to residents what is planned and include some surveys being taken at the same time. The Hall Committee AGM was due on 27th May when they would discuss it further.
15. Matters Arising from the minutes not covered elsewhere on this agenda

a) Letter to OFWAT
Following Cllr Pennell’s draft letter and Cllr Firth’s feedback the letter had been sent to OFWAT. It’s CEO was due to respond by 17th May 2024. MP Derek Thomas had raised it in Parliament. DEFRA does not have the power, OFWAT does but the government is looking forward to seeing OFWAT’s response.
16. To consider planning applications received from Cornwall Council

a) PA24/01165 Change of use of land to create additional garden and the erection of a single storey extension, Penvores Farm, Gilly Hill, Nantithet, Mr B Mills
It was RESOLVED to support the application.
b) PA24/03487 Hedgerow Removal Notice to allow removal of 4m of hedgerow to create access, field adjacent Rose in The Bush Park, Rose in The Bush, Mawgan, Mr Peter Wade
It was RESOLVED to support the application but request a condition that the old gateway be replaced by hedgerow to make up for the loss of the new entrance hedgerow.
c) Outline application with some matters reserved for residential development for up to 20 houses, land adj Higher Lane, Mawgan – Mr Andrew Wooding – going to appeal against refusal – have until 28th May to respond
The Chairman Cllr Hoskin declared an interest and left the meeting during discussion of this item. Vice-chair M Laity took the Chair.

Cllr Pennell gave an update. This had originally been refused by Cornwall Council as it was not considered ‘infill’ or ‘rounding off’ or in an ‘established settlement’ and an appeal was lodged against the refusal. The claims in the application contravene a lot of policies, trying to claim Mawgan village is semi-urban. It could not be classed as that and she would like the Parish Council to respond to show it was ‘engaged’ with the process. There should be NO reference to semi-urban. It was RESOLVED to stand by Council's original refusal. Cllr Pennell would put together a response for member approval and the Clerk to then submit it via the online appeal portal.

Cllr Hoskin re-entered the meeting and took the Chair.
