Wi-Fi for the Recreation Hall

Cllr Andy Lelliott had been looking into the options. There was no line to the hall and it would have to be a business account with expensive line installation plus high monthly contract.  The suggestion was to go with Starlink business, (a satellite service) which had a £500 installation fee, then £39/month rolling, so no contract.  It was agreed that this was the best way to go and for the Recreation Hall Committee to undertake it as it was of no financial gain to the Parish Council to get it done.
