1. Apologies
Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Andy Lelliott and Catriona Pennell.
2. Members to declare personal & prejudicial interests (incl details thereon) re any items on this agenda and any dispensations thereon previously granted or requested now
There were no declarations.
3. Public questions (15 minutes in total – 2 minutes each - to speak on agenda item or raise a new subject).  This is your only chance to speak unless invited to do so elsewhere by the Chairman
There were no public questions.
4. To confirm minutes of the last meeting
It was RESOLVED that the minutes of the previous meeting are signed as a true and accurate record.
5. To receive Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman’s report
Firstly, Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman apologised for not taking coffee at Parc Vro following the Remembrance Sunday service, but members of his family had colds and he did not wish to spread it to the residents in the home.  A motion for a vote of no confidence in the Leader due to supposed lack of information regarding Newquay Airport was lost 43/32 and it would not be taken to the Cabinet. Another vote could not be held within 6 months and elections were due by then .A budget consultation was live. Finances were satisfactory, there was a £49m deficit in the budget but savings had been identified and nothing was being taken from reserves – in fact, £10m was being put back into reserves. The Community Chest fund was to be reduced by 10%. The recent government budget had announced a fourth year of SPF (Shared Prosperity Fund) ending in March 2026, but the amount Cornwall would get was not yet known. Projects with current funding still had to complete by March 2025. Area 4 food waste collections had just started and Area 5 had just started being leafleted. So far 7k tonnes of food waste has been collected with recycling being 50% in the new collection areas. In answer to a question, the food waste goes to an anaerobic digester in Devon and Cornwall Council gets paid for the electricity it produces.
6. Recreation Hall renovation work

a) To receive update on current work progress
Good progress was being made.
b) To discuss help available from Hall Committee to fulfil outputs required for funding
Dates for events post completion had been drawn up and the end of project survey would be conducted then, with it already being worked on.
c) Press article upset previous hall committee members
This stated that no work/expenditure had taken place on the hall since the 1980’s, which was not entirely true and had been added in by a recently co-opted member. It was agreed to leave any reference to this until the end of the project when another article would be submitted to the press, including the Messenger.
d) Defibrillator
This was in hand.
e) To discuss management of outside toilet once open
It was agreed that the person who currently cleans the hall be asked whether they wish to do it. The PC would cover the costs.
7. To consider planning applications received from Cornwall Council

a) PA24/08040 Non-material amendment in relation to decision notice C2/72/35355/F dated 17/05/1972 to amend the description of development to read as 'Use of land as touring caravan site, erection of toilet block and construction of a septic tank', Gunwalloe Caravan Park, Gunwalloe Road, Gunwalloe, Mrs Claire Hosken (this is just to remove the word ‘residential’ from the title as was in the application PA24/05546  that we received in September, which remains ‘undecided’)
It was RESOLVED to support the application.
8. To receive planning decisions from Cornwall Council
There were no planning decisions received from Cornwall Council.
9. Matters Arising from the minutes not covered elsewhere on this agenda
There were no matters arising from the minutes not covered elsewhere on this agenda.
10. Remembrance Sunday recap
Special thanks would be sent to Parc Vro for hosting the refreshments after the service, which went well, especially due to the good weather. Approx 100 people attended. Members appreciated the improved format of reading out the names of the fallen and reading out names of wreath layers in order.
11. To consider purchase of 1.8m ‘nutcracker’ infinity light figure for war memorial ground + timer
These were £300 each.  Cornwall Cllr Guy Foreman offered to give £300 from his community chest if Council paid for another, so there would be two. It was RESOLVED to purchase two figures and accept the Cornwall Council £300 offer.
